Introduction: Harriet Jacobs’ Incidents in the Life of a Slave Girl: “Restructuring and Reclaiming Womanhood”

Many scholars consider Harriet Jacobs,’ Incidents in the Life of a Slave Girl, inauthentic, arguing that it was written not by Jacobs but by Lydia Maria Child, a white female abolitionist.  Consequently, author “John Blassingame, in The Slave Community, argues that Harriet Ann Jacobs’ Incidents In the Life of a Slave Girl, Written by Herself (1861), lacks credibility due to an illogical plot, [is] “too melodramatic: [with] miscegenation and cruelty, outraged virtue, unrequited love, and planter licentiousness appearing on practically every page” (Johnson, 32).  Furthermore, Blassingame believes that Jacobs’ text fails as an authentic slave narrative because it lacks “representativeness” of other slave narratives.  Other critics have supported Blassingame, regarding Incidents as inauthentic and highly unrealistic for a number of reasons, but namely because of the pseudonymous and unconventional heroine, Linda Brent, whose portrayal as a black slave challenges the cult of true womanhood while struggling to reclaim her status as a woman, and reconstructing the ideals of women in nineteenth century America.

Selecting and Narrowing a Topic

Something that really interests you is the natural beginning of research because it stems from finding answers to questions.  Find a subject that you are passionate about or that you believe in being concerned about.  Care about your subject and the research becomes easier and more interesting. 

            Events that are happening now, global warming for example, provide fresh information in most Medias (magazines, books and internet).  To discover a subject you may be interested in, make a list of questions on the subject that you want to know more about, areas that fascinate you or have caused you to wonder.  This list becomes your broad or general subjects.

            After you decide upon a subject, evaluate if it is too large to be developed in a short paper.  You should concentrate on a particular aspect or question addressing your subject.  You want a subject that you can take a stand on or take a pro or con stance and defend your belief or stance with facts from valid sources.  Depend on your teacher to work through this subject selection process.

            Remember, this is not a report!  It is a research assignment and should be a process of researching information flow and validation of your beliefs on the subject. 

Your guide for beginning a research project should be questions such as:

   1. Is this topic on which is fresh and challenging for me?

   2. Is the topic appropriate for high school research?

   3. Have I chosen and idea about which I can be objective?

   4. Will I be able to develop a point in my writing on this subject?

   5. Can I locate an adequate variety of materials to know if my investigation is valid?

WHAT YOU MUST PRESENT: (the presentation length is not set in stone…you must merely cover the required information.  The more detailed it is, the more points you will get)

1. An ad campaign for your book.  You are a reviewer as well as a publicist.  You must create an ad for the book that will get people interested in reading it.  For your ad, you must provide a catchy slogan or jingle, as well as a “billboard” that you created.  You must also give your review of the book and why you would recommend it (you can’t not recommend the book since you’re the one who chose it). You can also create a commercial and bring it in to show to the class instead of creating a billboard (this can be a bonus point or two if you do both).  The more entertaining it is, the more points you get.

2. An original book jacket design for your book – Explain why you chose that design and what it means – it must be like a real book jacket complete with title, author, bar code, book description, etc…please look at other books to see a good example.  If you make a book jacket with only the front of the book, you will only get ½ credit for this section of the project. You could show this as part of your advertisement campaign.  It must also refer to any Theme of our class: cultural identity, the individual, or relationships.

3.  A timeline of the author’s other works and notable achievements with at least 15 entries. You must go over this with the class.

4. Explain any controversies portrayed in the book or surrounding the book having to do with: politics, environment, religion, and the world in general.  Along with any disappointments in the book or inspirations. 

5. Read aloud a passage from the book and explain why you chose that passage, what it means to you, and why it’s relevant in the book.  You must give a brief summary of this part of the book so that the class understands what’s happening when you read that passage. (nothing written must be turned in for this part)

WHAT YOU MUST TURN IN: 

1. A written review of your book (1 page typed, minimum) that must contain your slogan or jingle, the billboard, or the commercial from your ad campaign.

2. Your original and creative book jacket

3. Your reader’s log with at least 10 dates E8R.  Your reader’s log should include your feelings about the book, any characters you want to talk about or anything notable that you want to remember. You could also talk about what you think about as you read, what strikes you as interesting, what’s written well or what’s not written well.   This should be a running commentary. If you are thinking of something that happens while you read or you want to remark on something, this should be the day that you write.  Please DO NOT wait till the last minute to write all your journal entries…it will be obvious that you didn’t complete it while you read.  This can be typed or hand written. One group will argue against the dress code and the third group will judge the merits of both sides and decide the issue for the class. Note: If the discussion has gone on longer than desired, the activity may be concluded in the next class.

Step Three: Conduct a debate between the two presenting groups. You may determine your debate process in class or you may wish to follow Ms. Hyde’s rubric

Step Four: After the student jury has reached its verdict and declared its findings, bring the class back together to discuss the findings. The jury will then discuss why they voted the way they did.

Group 1: This activity can be used to teach the beginning stages of argument to high school or college level English composition classes. Students use their writing skills to describe how their group's Product is a better buy than another group's Product, while the other group describes how its Product A is a better buy than Product B. Students use examples of price, advertising appeal, ease of consumption, appearance, dangers, nutrition facts, feel, smell, and taste to support their topic.  Students will also identify the objective and the subjective of their Products. 

Tell the students that they need to imagine that there are only two different brands of these Products in the world -- the ones being discussed.  Tell them that their Product is the best value, and it is their job to come up with as many "logical" reasons why their Product is the best value. Tell them not to consider that the other group is working on doing the same project for another brand. Rather, have them just focus on the question, "Why is my Product the best value?" Encourage them to work together to make a list of the top 10 points for why their Product is the best.  The Two groups will highlight three best reasons for why their Product is the best by crossing out the other seven reasons.  Then each group will compare and contrast their list.

Write one to two paragraphs reflecting on how you could have made a better argument, and why you think you did a better job than the other team using the vocabulary terms subjective and objective.


Group 2: Students will review local newspaper and highlight the objective and subjective. Decide if the article is bias, then write a complaint (1-2 paragraphs) to the newspaper’s editor-in-chief discussing their use of prejudice in the article.  After you have completed the complaint, exchange your paper with your peers and proof read using Proof Reader’s Marks Sheet, and give the reader a score using Essay Rubric.

Group 3: A representative from two groups will be selected and they will have a mutual agreement in the presence of the Teacher on selecting TWO of the same topics on the List of Controversial Topics.  Each representative will select ONE of the two terms Pros or Cons. Students will then use laptops to research the topic and create a list of FIVE Pros and Five Cons about the topic(s).  Then, each group will compare and contrast their list. Each student in the group will look at both Pros and Cons and write an introductory paragraph with a thesis stating their stance (Pro or Con) on the topic.  

Share Out! (5-8 mins)

Assessment: Collect students' paragraphs to assess completeness and students' ability to logically demonstrate argumentation in writing.

Activity Title - Objective Versus Subjective
To distinguish between subjective (opinion-laced) and objective (facts only).

Lesson Outline

Introduction

Students watch television and often hear news that is supposed to be objective, but many times the reports are

very subjective. Parents, friends, teachers, workplace and community members, and the news media often flavor

their statements subjectively. Students need to recognize when statements are subjective so that they can make

more informed personal decisions, instead of relying on someone else’s opinion.

Students will synthesize and apply their understanding of the terms subjective and objective in creating an advertisment.

Materials/Texts/Realia/Handouts

• Newspapers

• Paper and pencils

Accommodations/ Adaptations/Differentiation: Teacher will pay close attention to student differences and daily lessons. Students may use dictionaries, glossaries to better comprehend vocabulary in context, or handouts are provided with vocabulary and meaning.  Lessons will be tailored and tiered for specific students.  To better help my students Acquire, Understand, and Demonstrate class work, teacher will modify the Content, Process, and final Products. 

Students have access to the use of technology. Teacher will be more than happy to re-read passages and sit with students who may need more guided reading and help with decoding and comprehension.

Students may use their notes and past handouts to recall information. Lesson may contain illustrations/handouts for visual/tactile learners.

Students are allowed one-day make up providing they have an absent note from home/doctor. Students are encouraged and given every opportunity to perform their best.

Activity

Have several objective and subjective statements prepared as examples, such as: “The senator helped pass gun control legislation.” versus “The senator helped pass important gun control legislation.” Provide students with newspaper articles that have a subjective tone. You may wish to include editorials and critical reviews. Also tape television news as an additional source of subjective/objective reporting. Have the students read the passages

and watch the news. After each segment, have the students identify words that are subjective. Discuss how these words or phrases could be changed into an objective format.

Debriefing/Evaluation Activity

Discuss the importance of understanding subjective and objective words and phrases as it applies to the decision

-making process. 

Cooperative Learning:  Connect to real life:

Brainstorm with students the different media that they use to make decisions in their daily lives. The list may include such things as telemarketing, advertisements, consumer reports, personal recommendations by friends or family, newspaper and television reporting, etc. Discuss how lack of objective knowledge can hinder good decision making.

Examples cited were: Smoking advertisements, Skin care, weight loss (as in my case), other.

Cooperative Learning: Day II Extension Activity the class will be split today.

Have students write advertisements for their favorite food. Instruct them to first write an advertisement based solely on facts. Next have them develop an advertisement to persuade others to buy the food. Discuss the difference in word choice, appearance, etc. of both advertisements. You must identify the objective as well as subjective words.

Day III: Students will switch roles. Peer editors yesterday will now get the chance to work on their Advertisement, and vice versa.  You need to FOLLOW INSTRUCTIONS.
