This lesson will address how ambiguous literature lends itself to various interpretations.
 Objectives:       
 Students will actively participate in class discussion.
Students will identify with a character in the short story.
Students will exercise creativity by composing an interior monologue

Students will explain how ambiguity affects a story. 

Synthesize ideas on critical thinking about fiction through a discussion of disposition, or form

	Materials:  Handout of Raymond Carvers short story “Popular Mechanics”
Strategies:  Analyzing monologues and identify how ambiguous literature can be interpreted. Group discussion. Presenting students monologues
Mini Lesson: Meaning of Ambiguity

Popular Mechanics is the title of a magazine.  The company I worked for actually distributed this magazine. Let’s take a look at it!  What is the magazine about?  Teacher will show images of the magazine and students will identify the nature of the magazine.
To start the lesson we will have someone from the class read Raymond Carver’s Popular Mechanics.
We will then ask a few general questions to start the students thinking about the story and we will describe to them what it means to write an interior monologue based on what we just read.  Some questions asked will be:

First Response: Discuss the story’s final lines.  What is the “issue” that is “decided”?

Though there is little description of the setting in this story, how do the few details that are provided help to establish the tone?

How do small actions take on larger significance in the story?  Consider the woman picking up the baby’s picture and the knocked down flowerpot?

Why inference can you make on what the couple is splitting up? Does it matter? Explain your response.

Discuss the title of the story. The original title was “Mine.” Which do you think is more effective?

What is the conflict and How is it resolved?

Work Period: Write your own Monologue to leave the reader guessing what happened.

After giving the students about ten minutes to write their monologues we will have them share with the entire class.  We will encourage them to tell us what in the text made them write what they did.  We will also encourage class discussion about each monologue.
After everyone has read their monologue we will then ask the class more questions about their writings

How did the intro affect your monologue, or did it?
What’s the authors’ attitude; did this affect your monologue?
What in his writing style gives you these impressions?
How does the title contribute to the meaning?
What is the issue that has been decided?
  
Evaluation:        We will evaluate each student based on his or her participation by noting who participates in the discussion and who does not.  We will also evaluate their understanding of the story by the interior monologues they write, their use of creativity, and their comprehension of the events that occur in the story.  We will evaluate their understanding of ambiguity by their interpretations of the characters and their responses to our questions.

Selecting and Narrowing a Topic

Something that really interests you is the natural beginning of research because it stems from finding answers to questions.  Find a subject that you are passionate about or that you believe in being concerned about.  Care about your subject and the research becomes easier and more interesting. 

            Events that are happening now, global warming for example, provide fresh information in most Medias (magazines, books and internet).  To discover a subject you may be interested in, make a list of questions on the subject that you want to know more about, areas that fascinate you or have caused you to wonder.  This list becomes your broad or general subjects.

            After you decide upon a subject, evaluate if it is too large to be developed in a short paper.  You should concentrate on a particular aspect or question addressing your subject.  You want a subject that you can take a stand on or take a pro or con stance and defend your belief or stance with facts from valid sources.  Depend on your teacher to work through this subject selection process.

            Remember, this is not a report!  It is a research assignment and should be a process of researching information flow and validation of your beliefs on the subject. 

Your guide for beginning a research project should be questions such as:

   1. Is this topic on which is fresh and challenging for me?

   2. Is the topic appropriate for high school research?

   3. Have I chosen and idea about which I can be objective?

   4. Will I be able to develop a point in my writing on this subject?

   5. Can I locate an adequate variety of materials to know if my investigation is valid?
