Ninth Grade (E2) World Literature, College & Career Readiness

The course objective is to enjoy and find value in what we read.  In doing so, you will build vocabulary, learn and practice the rudiments of literary analysis, and more importantly, strengthen your reading as well as writing skills (both structural and mechanical) to better help you advance to the next course level.
Ninth grade English will focus on literary elements and devices throughout many pieces of literature, including novels, short stories, drama and poetry.   Writing is a major focus of the class with an emphasis of ninth grade literature. Students will write essays and papers analyzing and relating to reading materials.  Each student will have a folder in class in which to keep all writing materials The units of study are centered on the essential questions: Are we Governed by Fate or Free Will? Are Epic Heroes Brave, Smart, or Lucky? How is reflecting different from remembering? Engaging reading and authentic writing assignments are linked to these themes to underscore the importance of reading and writing in the workplace and throughout life. Research, and some Regents preparatory analysis, and improving vocabulary, grammar, and literary elements are key elements of the course.
Finally, the nature of this course is to not only challenge you, but to also push you to stretch beyond what you already know and can do.  It requires self-regulation, motivation, dedication, correct mindset, respect, and responsibility to do well in this class.  We (parents, administration, guidance, and teachers) want you to succeed and do well, but ONLY you can do well and achieve a passing grade. Every student is a valuable asset to Room 236 and the learning environment regardless of his or her final grade earned.  Your grade is not equal to your value in this class or value as a person in society.  However, it is a good way to assess where you came from, but more importantly, where you are going.  I will see you through and at the finish line.
