The course objective is to enjoy and find value in what we read.  In doing so, you will build a vocabulary of literary terms, learn and practice the rudiments of literary analysis, and more importantly, strengthen your reading as well as writing skills (both structural and mechanical) to better help you pass the ELA Regents.

Welcome to E5 where you will be prepared and encouraged to do your best to pass the standardized ELA Regents test in January 2011.  There were four parts to this test as follows:

Session I: Part A (Day 1) Listening Section with Written Essay & Multiple Choice


       Part B (Day 1) Reading & Writing Essay with Multiple Choices

Session II:  Part A (Day 2) Reading & Written Essay with Multiple Choice


       Part B  (Day 2) Written Essay

***The test has changed to a One Day Test, 3 hours, one essay, some short answers and multiple choice. This gives us more time focus on improving our reading and writing skills.

Mastery in Sequence of Plot

ATTENDANCE

Lateness – Being late to class is a disturbance to your peers and the teacher, but mostly it affects your education.  Being prompt to class is essential to making the most of the time you are given.  You are expected to be in you seat and ready to begin (materials out) when the bell rings.  Disciplinary action will be taken.
Plagiarism –You know it---don’t do it.  No tolerance.  No warning as this is a NO TOLERANCE RULE.

Work missed due to an absence:

You are expected to keep up with any work you miss.  If a student is going to be absent or has been absent, it is the responsibility of that student to get missed work and have it completed. I will be contacting home if your absences and/or lack of make-up work become a problem.  If you want to be treated as an adult, then you must act responsibly.

If a major paper or written assignment is due on a certain date and you cannot be in class, submit it to me via email (Life lesson #1: Always have a plan B).  This ensures that you will receive full credit for the assignment.

Late assignment policy:

· No excuse Late homework assignments – I will only accept late homework assignments one day (1) day after it is assigned with 20 points deduction.  After the second day it will be recorded as a zero and no longer accepted unless there is an extenuating circumstance.

· Essays, papers, or major assignments - Each day that the assignment is late, ten (10) points will be subtracted from the final grade.  I will accept major assignments passed three (3) days; however, if a student hands in an assignment after three days, the highest grade he/she can receive is 65%.  If a marking period should end, and the student has not handed in the assignment, they will receive a zero (0) and will not be able to hand the assignment.”
