Period 4 ELA Regents Preparation

Period 4 students are heterogeneous group of students who are grouped according to the reading and writing levels, gender, social/behavioral, personal request, and school’s data (Transcripts).  Grouping is an ongoing process depending on the nature of the lesson and the skill levels involved.  There are two students with needs and accommodations have been made to better help them with this mini unit.

Rationale on Project: Since this is an honors class, I wanted them to set an example by indirectly teaching each other what they know about ELA Regents Session One Part A.  They were given the opportunity to make a brochure, bulleting board, “how to manual,” and a power point. Most students opted to do the power point. More importantly, we plan to place their work outside of the classroom for other E5 classes to have access. Therefore, information is being transferred (transfer of learning) outside the classroom. This should be a fun project.


Objectives:

E3b.c.: Speaking, Listening, and Viewing

· Students will negotiate classroom rubric for presentation. (Already reviewed)

· Students will prepare and deliver a group presentation, in which students: shape information to achieve a particular purpose and to appeal to the interest and background knowledge of audience members.

· Students develop several main points relating to ELA Regents Session Part A.

· Students project a sense of individuality and personality in selecting and organizing content, and in delivery.

Accommodation has been made for students with IEPs as follows:.

· PowerPoint presentation can be the start of something different and unique, depending on how you plan your lesson. It is the time when students can exploit their creative skills. PowerPoint presentations also appeal to a variety of learning styles especially the students who learn best visually.
· Students will be given the opportunity to present to me personally should student feel intimidated by presentation.

· Teacher provides students with Rubrics and handouts.

Mini Lesson:

General Presentation Tips:

· EVERYONE IN THE GROUP MUST PRESENT A SLIDE.

· Do not read the presentation.  Practice the presentation so you can speak from bullet points.  The text should be a cue for the presenter rather than a message for the viewer.

· Give a brief overview at the start.  Then present the information.  Finally, review important points.

· It is often more effective to have bulleted points appear one at a time so the audience listens to the presenter rather than reading the screen.

· If sound effects are used, wait until the sound has finished to speak.

· If the content is complex, print out the slides so the audience can take notes.

· Do not turn your back on the audience.  Try to position the monitor so you can speak from it.

Body Language
· Keep your eyes on the audience 
· Use natural gestures. 
· Don’t turn your back to the audience. 
· Don’t hide behind the lectern. 
· Avoid looking at your notes. Only use them as reference points to keep you on track. Talk, don’t read. 
Work Period: 

Cooperative Learning: Students will turn and talk for 5 minutes to digest what was 

disseminated from the mini lesson.  

Role of Presenters:

Complete Presentation with five to eight minutes

Then students will initiate their group presentations.  

Presenters should be able to answer at least one question from audience.

Role of Audience:

The audience will be fully attentive and use their rubrics to score each other.  They will also use this time to internally reflect on their own presentations.

Audience should also participate and ask presenters one question.

Evaluation: How did we do according to the rubric? Groups will analyze rubric then turn and talk.
