conclusion. 

Read THE SITUATION box and YOUR TASK fully and carefully and make sure you understand specifically what your essay must cover/address/include/focus.

Paragraph 1: 
1. Creatively restate/include you essay task objective.

2. Include reference to the speaker, writer, of the passage.

3. Include 3-4 objectives, premises, points, qualities, information, from the

    listening passage that is relative to your Essay task objective. 

Paragraph 2:
1. Identify the 1st of your supportive objective/premise.



2. Give specific & relevant examples from the text to support your



    objective/premise.  Reference the speaker, writer of the passage.

Paragraph 3:  
1. Identify the 2nd of your supportive objective/premise.



2. Give specific & relevant examples from the text that supports your



    objective.  Reference the speaker, writer of the passage.

Paragraph 4:
1. Identify the 3rd of your supportive objective/premise.



2. Give specific & relevant examples from the text that supports your



    objective.  Reference the speaker, writer of the passage.

Paragraph 5:
Conclusion: A brief or final summation of essay with your final thoughts, ideas, words on the topic.
