Format: At least five (5) paragraphs: Thesis paragraph, 3 body-supportive paragraphs, 


conclusion. 

1. DO NOT PLAGERIZE (copying information word for word without quotations around information and referencing where the information comes from) 

2. YOU MUST REFER TO BOTH THE PASSAGE AND THE CHART/GRAPH

3.  ALL ESSAY INFORMATION COMES FROM THE PASSAGE OR THE GRAPH/CHART.  DO NOT INCLUDE ANY PERSONAL RESPONSE OR INFORMATION THAT IS NOT INCLUDED FROM THE PASSAGE/GRAPH/CHART.

Paragraph 1: 
1. Creatively restate/include you essay task objective.

2. Include reference to title/writer of the passage.

3. Include 3-4 argument objectives, premises, points, information, from

    the report passage that is relevant to your position/argument. 

Paragraph 2:
1. Identify the 1st of your supportive objective/argument.



2. Give specific & relevant examples from the text to support your



    objective/argument.  Reference the passage/graph/chart. 

Paragraph 3:  
1. Identify the 2nd of your supportive objective/argument.



2. Give specific & relevant examples from the text that supports your



    objective.  Reference the passage/graph/chart. 

Paragraph 4:
1. Identify the 3rd of your supportive objective/argument.



2. Give specific & relevant examples from the text that supports your



    objective/argument.  Reference the passage/graph/chart.

Paragraph 5:
Conclusion: A brief or final summation of essay with your final thoughts, ideas, words on the topic.
