Types of Literary Conflict
	External Conflict
The problem exists outside of the body. It can be with another person, an object, a force of nature, or an organized institution.
	Internal Conflict
The problem exists within a person’s mind or body. 

	Categories of External Conflict

Man vs. Man – The character is in direct conflict with another character. 

Man vs. Nature – The character is in conflict with something in nature. This could be a cold winter or a big storm, for example.

Man vs. World (also called Man vs. Society or Man vs. Circumstance) – The character is in conflict with a larger, organized entity. This could be the government, the police or even the rules of school, for example. 
	Categories of External Conflict

Man vs. Self – The character is in conflict with herself or himself. They are struggling to make a decision or with guilt, for example.
