Check grammar





Restate the thesis differently.  Then prove to your reader how you have used BOTH passages to support the critical lens.  Summarize/reinforce the reader how this is applicable to life in general or world at large.  


How did you prove what you had to say and the works you selected best supported the critical lens.





Did you reinforce the main points made throughout the essay.
