Part I: Test Procedure

1. You will first read the Task Objective which contains a briefing on the

reading passage to follow and the essay’s objective. 

2. A lengthy passage (approximately 1000wds) will be read aloud twice (2 times).

3. You will listen and take notes during each reading. Use 5Ws+H

4. After passage has been read, you will complete a multiple choice selection and then

commence writing a five (5) paragraph essay.  

Strategies for Success:

Pre-exam preparation.

1. Review all notes, guides, study material.

2. A good night’s rest followed by a full breakfast is imperative.

3. Eliminate all stressors.

During exam:

1. Eradicate or remove all electronic equipment and material which may invalidate your

exam.

2. Eliminate all stressors. Stay focused on exam at hand. 

3. Clear your mind and personal test area of all distractions. (Remove all distracting

objects)

4. Avoid conversations or distractions with friends and others around you.

5. Avoid daydreaming!

6. Write as fast as you can and as much as you can. The reading passage can be long 


and tedious. Do not depend solely on memory!

7. Complete all multiple choice. 
8. Make sure to read the Task/Situation objective & understand what

specifically you are expected to write about.   

9. Write a thorough, detailed, FIVE (5) paragraph essay on the task/situation

objective.

10. Edit and revise your essay and rewrite if time permits.
